Junior Male, Junior Female, Junior Team (under 21 years of age)

These awards are open to Alberta athletes and teams that meet the following criteria:

· Athlete’s primary residence must be in Alberta, or the majority of the team’s athletes must reside in Alberta.  Athletes, or teams with athletes, who live temporarily in other locations for education or training purposes and are products of the Alberta sport development system are eligible for nomination. A significant portion (at least 5 years) of the athlete’s or team’s sport development shall have occurred in Alberta;

· The nominee must have represented Canada internationally in the previous calendar year (2011). In the Team categories, the team must have represented Alberta or Canada nationally or internationally in the previous calendar year (2011).

 
PROCESS FOR NOMINATIONS

· The deadline for submission of nominations is Wednesday, February 29, 2012.
 

All nominations must be typewritten or legibly printed on the enclosed form and contain a complete record of the merits and achievements of the nominee.

 

A photograph of the nominee must accompany the nomination form.  This should be a color or black and white “head and shoulders” shot, or a passport type photograph. Athlete of the Year nominees should also include an action photo (or team photo for the Team category).

 

Any organization, association or individual may submit nominations, however a Provincial Sport Association or National Sport Association contact must be identified in order to verify (if necessary) any information contained in the nomination.

 

In order for a nomination to be considered, all sections of the form relevant to the nominee must be completed.  Incomplete nominations will be returned.
